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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

DE LA PALMA FARMS HOMEOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION, INC.

(A NONPROFIT CORPORATION)

The undersigned, being a citizen of the United States, desiring to form a corporation, not for
profit, under Chapter 1702 of the OHIO REVISED CODE, does hereby state as follows:

FIRST: The name of the Corporation shall be DE LA PALMA FARMS
HOMEOWNERS' ASSOCIATION, INC.

SECOND: The principal office of the Corporation shall be located in Williamsburg Township,
Clermont County, in the State of Ohio.

THIRD: The Corporation is organized generally to act as a *homeowners’ association,” as
that term is defined in Section 528 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (as the same is now
in effect and as may be amended from time to time, hereinafter referred to as the “Internal
Revenue Code”), with regard to the real estate specifically described in the Declarations of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (the “Declaration”) for De La Palma Farms Subdivision
(the “Subdivision”) recorded in the real property records of Clermont County, Ohio. In
furtherance thereof, the Corporation is organized for the specific purposes of providing for the
maintenance, preservation and control of certain common areas created for the benefit of the
Subdivision in accordance with the terms of the Declaration, promoting the health, safety and
welfare of the residents and owners of the Subdivision, and to act in the same manner with
regard to any other property which may hereafter be brought within the jurisdiction of the
Corporation as part of the same plan. The Corporation does not contemplate pecuniary gain
or profit to its Members.

In implementation of the foregoing purposes, the Corporation may:

A. Exercise all of the powers and privileges and perform all of the
duties and obligations set forth in these Articles, the Declaration, and the Code of
Regulations of De La Palma Farms Homeowners’' Association, Inc. (the “Code of
Regulations™);

B. Fix, levy and coliect all charges or assessments pursuant to the
terms of the Declaration and Code of Regulations, enforce payment of such charges
and assessments by any lawful means, and pay all expenses in connection therewith
and in connection with the conduct of the affairs of the Corporation;

C. Acquire (by gift, purchase or otherwise), own, hold, improve, build
upon, operate, maintain, convey, sell, lease, transfer, or otherwise dispose of real or



personal property in connection with the affairs of the Corporation and subject to the
terms of the Declaration and Code of Regulations;

D. Borrow money and, in accordance with the terms of the Declaration
and Code of Regulations, mortgage, pledge, deed in trust, or hypothecate any or all of
its real or personal property as security for the money borrowed or debts incurred, all for
the purposes of fulfilling the Corporation’s responsibilities:

E. Fix, administer, enforce, alter, amend, extend, waive, release and
terminate, in whole or in part, the terms, conditions, covenants, restrictions and
regulations upon, under and subject to which any part or all of the Subdivision may now
or hereafter be used;

F. Operate, maintain, repair and replace the Subdivision's common
areas in accordance with the terms of the Declaration and Code of Regulations;

G. Obtain, pay for and maintain insurance to the extent permitted in
the Declaration and Code of Regulations;

H. Do any other thing necessary, expedient, incidental, appropriate, or
convenient to the carrying out of the foregoing purposes which will promote the
common benefit and enjoyment of the residents or owners of the Subdivision, insofar as
not prohibited by law, the Declaration, or the Code of Regulations; and

l. Have and exercise any and all powers, rights and privileges that a
corporation organized under Chapter 1702 of the OHIO REVISED CODE may now or
hereafter have or exercise by law.

The Corporation shall not take any action or enter into any transaction or
agreement in a manner that would violate any provision of these Articles, the Declaration, or
the Code of Regulations.

FOURTH: The Corporation is organized as a nonprofit corporation pursuant to Chapter
1702 of the OHIO ReEVISED CODE, and may elect to be covered by Section 528 of the Internal
Revenue Code. No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure (other than by
acquiring, improving, or providing management, maintenance and care of Corporation or
Subdivision property, or a rebate of excess membership dues, fees, or assessments) to the
benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons,
except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable
compensation for services rendered and to make payments in furtherance of the purposes set
forth in Article Third hereof.

FIFTH: Every Owner (as defined in the Declaration) shall be a member of the
Corporation; however, persons or entities who hold an interest merely as security for the
performance of an obligation shall not be members of the Corporation. Membership shall be
appurtenant to and shall not be separated from ownership of a Lot (as defined in the
Declaration). Upon a member's sale or other disposition of his or her Lot, the member's



membership shall terminate and the new Owner shall automatically become a member of the
Corporation. Voting rights of members shall be as set forth in the Declaration and Code of
Regulations.

SIXTH: The affairs of the Corporation shall be managed by a Board of Trustees as
described below. The initial Board of Trustees shall be three (3) in number. The following
persons shall serve the Corporation as trustees until the first annual meeting or other meeting
called to elect trustees:

The number, qualifications, terms of office, and manner and time of selection of
successor trustees shall be as set forth in the Declaration and the Code of Regulations. The
Board of Trustees shall have all of the powers and duties of a board of trustees as defined in
Chapter 1702 of the OHIO RevisSED CODE, except as such powers may be limited and
expanded by the provisions of these Articles, the Declaration. and the Code of Regulations.

SEVENTH: The Corporation shall indemnify every person who is or has been a member of
the Board of Trustees, an officer, agent, or employee of the Corporation, and those persons’
respective heirs, legal representatives, successors and assigns, against all expenses
(including attorney fees, judgments, decrees, fines, penalties and amounts paid in settlement)
actually and reasonably incurred in connection with any threatened, pending, or completed
action, suit, or proceeding, whether civil, criminal administrative, or investigative, and whether
in an action or proceeding by or in the right of the Corporation, or otherwise, in which such
person was or is a party or is threatened to be made a party because such person was a
member of the Board of Trustees, an officer, employee, or agent of the Corporation, or is or
was serving in such a capacity at the request of the Corporation, provided that (a) such person
acted in good faith and in a manner that such person believed to be in or not opposed to the
Corporation’s best interests, and (b) in any manner the subject of a criminal action or
proceeding, such person had no reasonable cause to believe that the questioned conduct was
unlawful; provided, however, that if any action or suit by or in the right of the Corporation, to
procure a judgment in its favor against such person because of such person’s serving in such
Ccapacity, is threatened, pending, or completed, no indemnification shall be made in respect of
any claim, issue, or matter as to which such person shall have been adjudged to be liable for
negligence or misconduct in the performance of a duty to the Corporation, unless and only to
the extent that the court in which such action or suit was brought shall determine upon



application that in view of all the circumstances of the case such person is fairly and
reasonably entitled to indemnity for such expenses as the court shall deem proper.

Unless ordered by a court, the determination of indemnification, pursuant to the
foregoing criteria, shall be made: (a) by a majority vote of a quorum of the Corporation’s
Board of Trustees who were not and are not parties to or threatened with any such action, suit,
or proceeding; or (b) if such a quorum is not obtainable, or if a majority of a quorum of
disinterested trustees so direct, in a written opinion by independent legal counsel (other than
an attorney, or a firm having associated with it an attorney, who, within the past five (5) years,
has been retained by or has performed services for the Corporation or any person to be
indemnified); or (c) by the members; or (d) by the court in which such action, suit, or
proceeding was brought.

Such indemnification is not exclusive of any other rights to which such person
may be entitled under law, any agreement, or any insurance purchased by the Corporation, by
vote of the members, or otherwise.

EIGHTH: Notice and quorum requirements shall be in accordance with the provisions of
the Code of Regulations.

NINTH: The Corporation shall cease to exist upon the termination of the Declaration in
accordance with its terms.

TENTH: All terms used herein shall have the same meaning as set forth in the
Declaration unless specified otherwise.

ELEVENTH: These Articles of Incorporation may be amended only under the same terms and
conditions, and with the same approvals, as are provided in the Declaration for its
amendment.

CODE OF REGULATIONS
OF

DE LA PALMA FARMS HOMEOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION, INC.

(A NONPROFIT CORPORATION)

ARTICLE |
Definitions

The following terms shall be defined as follows throughout these Regulations:

1.1 The “Association” shall mean the De La Palma Farms Homeowners’ Association, Inc., a
nonprofit corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of Ohio.

1.2  The “Declaration” shall mean the Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restric-
tions for De La Palma Farms Subdivision recorded in Book , Page of the real prop-
erty records of Clermont County, Ohio.

1.3  The “Subdivision” shall mean the De La Palma Farms Subdivision as delineated by the
plat attached to the Declaration as Exhibit A.

1.4 A “Lot” shall mean an individual parcel of land shown on the plat attached to the Decla-
ration as Exhibit A.

1.5 “Owner” shall mean the record owner, whether one or more persons or entities, holding
a possessory right or fee simple title to any Lot, but shall not include persons or entities who
hold an interest merely as security for the performance of an obligation.

1.6  The “Articles” shall mean the Association’'s Articles of Incorporation as fited with the
Secretary of State of Ohio on April 1, 2002.

ARTICLE i
Purposes

The Association is formed for the following purposes:

(a) to own, manage, operate, maintain, repair, replace and develop for recreational
use the common areas of the Subdivision;

(b) to determine, levy and collect periodic membership dues;

(c) to pay expenses in connection with said common areas;



(d) to maintain insurance on said common areas,
(e) to enforce the Declaration;

) to exercise all of the powers and privileges and perform all of the duties and obli-
gations set forth in the Declaration and the Articles; and

(9) to perform such other and further acts as necessary and appropriate to accom-
plish the foregoing purposes;

ARTICLE il
Geographic Limits

The area in which the Association will operate shall be principally the Township of Williams-
burg, County of Clermont, and State of Ohio.

ARTICLE IV
Membership

41 The Members of the Association are determined as provided in the Articles and the
Declaration. Where a Lot is owned by more than one person, there shall be but one vote
among the Owners thereof. Said owners must designate in writing which of them shall be enti-
tled to vote. Any Owner of two (2) or more Lots shall have one (1) vote for each Lot. All own-
ers shall be entitled to speak at any meeting.

42  Annual membership dues shall be set by the Members each year at their annual meet-
ing. Membership dues shall be mandatory. Unpaid membership dues shall be a lien against
the delinquent Member's Lot.

4.3 The Board of Trustees may suspend the voting rights of any Member who fails to pay
his or her membership dues within ninety (90) days after the same become due, or fails to
comply with any of these Regulations or any other requirements of membership. Such Mem-
bers shall have an opportunity for a hearing before the Board of Trustees.

4.4 Each Member shall be entitled to the use and enjoyment of all Association property and
the Subdivision common areas in accordance with the Declaration. Membership rights may be
delegated to and exercised by all members of a Member's family who reside upon the Mem-
ber’s Lot, any of the Member’s tenants who reside upon the Member’s Lot under a lease for a
term of one (1) year or more, and the guests of any of them. Each Member shall notify the
Secretary of the Association in writing of the name and relationship to the Member of any per-
son who is entitled to exercise membership rights under this Section. The membership rights
of such persons are subject to the suspension or termination of the membership rights of the

Member through which they derive pursuant to these Regulations, the Articles or the Declara-
tion.



ARTICLE V
Board Of Trustees

5.1  The operations of the Association shall be managed by a Board of Trustees, consisting
of at least five (5) members, all of whom shall reside in the Subdivision; provided, however,
that for the first two (2) years of the Association’s existence after the adoption of these Regula-
tions, one (1) member of the Board of Trustees may live outside the Subdivision.

52 The Board of Trustees shall be elected from and by the general membership of the As-
sociation at the Annual Meeting of the Members.

5.3 The Board of Trustees shall only act in the name of the Association when it shall be duly
convened after due notice to all the Trustees, and shall have passed a resolution regarding the
particular matter.

54 A majority of the members of the Board of Trustees shall constitute a quorum at all
meetings of the Board, and, except as otherwise provided by law or by these Regulations, the
act of a majority of the Trustees present shall be the act of the Board of Trustees.

55 Each Trustee shall have one vote. Voting by proxy shall not be permitted.

5.6  An Annual Meeting of the Board of Trustees shall be held immediately following the ad-
journment of the Annual Meeting of the Members each year. Additional regular meetings of
the Board may be held on a semiannual, quarterly, monthly, or other basis as determined by
the Board at the Annual Meeting each year. During first year of the Association’s existence
after the adoption of these Regulations, the Board of Trustees shall hold additional regular
meetings on a quarterly basis, the dates of which shall be determined by the Board at its first
Annual Meeting.

5.7  The Secretary of the Association shall notify each Trustee and each Member of the time
and place of any additional regular meetings of the Board of Trustees, by personal delivery or
regular mail, not less than fifteen (15) nor more than thirty (30) days prior to each meeting.
Such notice may be waived in writing by any Trustee either before or after any such meeting,
or by attendance at such meeting without protest prior to the commencement thereof.

5.8  The Board of Trustees may make such rules and regulations for the governance of its
meetings as it may determine necessary.

5.9  Vacancies on the Board of Trustees shall be filled without undue delay by the affirma-
tive vote of the majority of the remaining Trustees, even though less than a quorum. Any such
appointed Trustee shall hold office for the unexpired term of his predecessor in office.

5.10  If any member of the Board of Trustees shall be absent from two (2) consecutive regular
meetings of the Board, the Board may, by action taken at the meeting at which the second ab-
sence occurs, declare the office of the absent Trustee to be vacant.



511 Special meetings of the Board of Trustees may be called by the President, and must be
called at the request of three (3) Trustees or ten (10) Members made in writing to the Secre-
tary of the Association at least ten (10) days before the requested meeting date. No other
business but that specified in the notice of the meeting may be transacted at a special meet-

ing.

5.12 All questions of parliamentary procedure shall be settled by Robert’s Rules of Order
Revised, when they are not inconsistent with these Regulations.

5.13 Any Member may attend a Board of Trustees meeting.

514 The Board of Trustees shall conduct an annual audit of the Association’s books and re-
cords of account and shall report thereon at each Annual Meeting of the Members. The Board
of Trustees may conduct additional audits of the Association’s books and records of account
from time-to-time in the Board's discretion.

ARTICLE V!
Officers

6.1 President. The President shall be the chief executive officer of the Association. He or
she shall perform all the duties incident to the office of President and such other duties as may
be ordered by the Board of Trustees. He or she shall be an ex-officio member of all commit-
tees. In addition, the President has the following responsibilities:

(a) present an annual report of the operation of the Association at each Annual
Meeting of the Members; and

(b)  sign checks up to an amount to be established by the Board of Trustees.

6.2 Vice President. The Vice President shall be responsible for any assignments delegated
by the Board of Trustees. The Vice President shall assist the President. In the absence of the
President, the Vice President shall take over executive authority. The Vice President shail be
designated to receive the monthly bank statements for all accounts owned or held in the name
of the Association, shail promptly review all such statements, and thereupon shall deliver them
to the Treasurer for reconciliation.

6.3 Secretary. The Secretary shall:
(a) keep the minutes and records of the Association;
(b) file any certificates or other instruments required by law:
(c) serve all notices to Members and Trustees;

(d)  act as official custodian of the records and seal of the Association;



(e)  submit to the Board of Trustees and the Members all communications addressed
to the Secretary of the Association; and

f) attend to all Association correspondence and exercise all duties incident to the
office of Secretary.

6.4 Treasurer. The Treasurer shall:
(a) be responsible for all monies belonging to the Association;

(b) maintain in the Association’s checking account such funds as the Board of Trus-
tees may determine,

(c) deposit the balance of the Association’s funds in a savings account;
(d)  sign checks up to an amount to be established by the Board of Trustees;

(e) render a written account of the finances of the Association, which shall be in-
cluded in the minutes of the Board of Trustees’ meetings; and

M exercise any other duties incident to the office of Treasurer.

6.5 Checks of the Association, up to an amount to be established by the Board of Trustees,
may be signed by either the President or the Treasurer, who shall be bonded. Checks over
the amount established by the Board of Trustees must be signed by both the President and the
Treasurer.

6.6 Officers of the Association shall be elected by a majority vote of the Trustees at the An-
nual Meeting of the Board of Trustees. Officers shall be elected from candidates nominated by
a majority vote of the Members at their Annual Meeting.

ARTICLE Vi
Members Meetings

7.1 The Annual Meeting of the Members shall be held in the month of April each year, at a
date, place and hour to be designated by the Board of Trustees. Notice of the Annual Meeting
or any other general membership meeting shall be signed by the Secretary and advertised by
public media, flyers, or other appropriate means to every Member in good standing at least fif-
teen (15) but not more than thirty (30) days prior to the meeting. Such notice may be waived in
writing by any Member either before or after any such meeting, or by attendance at such meet-
ing without protest prior to the commencement thereof.

7.2 A quorum at any meeting of the Members shall consist of fifty percent (50%) of the
Members entitled to vote, but a lesser number may adjourn the meeting for not more than
three (3) weeks from the scheduled date of the meeting.



7.3 Special meetings of the Members may be called by the President and must be called at
the request of three (3) Trustees or ten (10) Members made in writing to the Secretary of the
Association at least ten (10) days before the requested meeting date. No other business but
that specified in the notice of the meeting may be transacted at a special meeting.

7.4  All questions of parliamentary procedure shall be settled by Robert’s Rules of Order
Revised, when they are not inconsistent with these Regulations.

ARTICLE VHI

Voting
8.1  Atall meetings of the Members and the Board of Trustees, voting shall be by voice un-
less a resolution otherwise shall be adopted; provided, however, that ballots shall be provided
for election of the Board of Trustees.
8.2  For all votes by ballot, the chairman of the meeting shall appoint a committee of three
(3) inspectors of election, who shall certify the results thereof in writing, which shall be at-
tached to the minutes of that meeting.

8.3  No inspector of election may be a candidate for office or have made or seconded the
motion to be voted on.

ARTICLE IX
Committees

9.1 The Board of Trustees may create standing and special committees as necessary.
9.2  All Members shall be eligible to serve on all committees.

9.3 The Board of Trustees shall appoint a chairman of each committee.

9.4  The President of the Association shali be an ex-officio member of all committees.

ARTICLE X
Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the Association shall be the calendar year.

ARTICLE Xi
Seal

The seal of the Association shall be in such form as the Board of Trustees shall determine.



ARTICLE XIi

Amendments
These Regulations may be altered, amended, repealed, or added to by a majority vote of those
present at a meeting of the Members for which prior notice of such proposed amendment was
given. Such notice must include a copy of the proposed amendment and shall to be mailed
not less than fifteen (15) days nor more than thirty (30) days prior to the meeting.

ARTICLE X1l

Consistency with Articles of Incorporation

If any provisions of these Regulations shall be inconsistent with the Association's Articles (as
they may be amended from time to time), the Articles (as so amended at the time) shall gov-
ern.
